We are a non-profit organization dedicated to promoting the art of scale modeling (regardless
of construction media), and membership is open to anyone interested in scale modeling. Club
membership dues are payable on an annual basis (we can accept cash or personal checks). Dues
are $15.00 per year for regular members over the age of 16, and are based on a January-
December club year. Junior memberships are available for those aged 16 and under, and are
priced at $5.00 per year. Family memberships are available for an extra payment of $2.00 per
year per family member. Members in good standing are entitled to vote in all club matters, run
for office, enter club contests, judge in all club contests, and receive a copy of the club's monthly
newsletter. Hal's Hobby Warehouse on Bessemer in East El Paso also offers club members a
discount on purchases of models and modeling materials. The exact discount is set on a sliding
scale. Our club meetings are generally held on the 1 st or 2nd Sunday of each month at 2.00
p.m. in the Fellowship Hall of St. Paul's United Methodist Church at 7000 Edgemere Blvd
(please see the map below). Schedule changes are published ahead of time in the newsletter.
We normally hold either one or two model contests at each club meeting, one against a specific
modeling or historical theme, and one that is an open competition for anything a modeler
wishes to bring.

"The Glue" is the official publication of
the El Paso Scale Model Society. We
publish on a monthly basis and try to
cover just about any area of interest that
club members may have.

San Antonio ModelFiesta XXII
Gary Boggs, Joseph Roper, Jose Roldan
and John Estes were in San Antonio, Texas
for the latest ModelFiesta Contest.

The event was a little smaller this year in
model count with only 505 entries, not
actual models on display as there were
many collections and dioramas that had
multiple models in one entry.

This number was about 40 less entries
than last year, but the funny thing is that
more modelers entered the contest, each
modeler bringing fewer models than in
the past.

The vendor room was a little smaller than
in the past as to the number of tables and
vendors, but the quality of items was very
high and many prices were bargains. Many
long time vendors did not attend this year,
but I did not ask why this was the case.

The entry fee to get into the vendor area
and to look at the models in the contest
was $5.00 per person and people were
lined up at the desk to buy tickets to get
into the area.

Once again, the guys from San Antonio
had a very successful event that was to be
envied as to the organization, execution

At the annual show hosted by my home
club, Alamo Squadron, we experience
a large number of people purchasing
General Admission tickets.  These
individuals are not entering models in
the contest. These folks are obviously
interested in modeling or they wouldn’t
be at the contest.  What is the attraction
for them, and more importantly, why
aren’t they members of the club?
These individuals come to the contest
for two reasons. These folks come to
the contest to gain access to the vendor
area. The Alamo Squadron show has a
very large and well stocked vendor area
rivaled only by those found at the
National contests. For the small fee of
a General Admission ticket modelers
can take advantage of the great deals
offered in the vendor area and save much
more than the general admission fee.
Another reason for General Admission
entrants to pay to get in the contest is to
view the large number of models entered
in the contest each year. There are, on

average, 525-575 models to view. At the
Alamo Squadron show one ticket gives a
person access to both the vendor and
contest area.

Visitors cycle between the contest and
vendor areas, make their purchases from
the vendors and then go home. I submit
that a wonderful opportunity to recruit
people for club membership has been lost.
The essential question is, “What is the
contest leadership team doing to encourage
these modelers to come to club meetings
and, perhaps, join the club?
The simple answer is, for the most part,
“nothing is being done”. No one
approaches these walk-in modelers to
speak with them. No displays are set up
to advertise the host club. Other than a
table with flyers stacked up for distribution
there is little or no effort being made to
attract new membership. (One can easily
hear the contest leadership team mumbling
about a “lack of manpower” and a “lack

of club volunteers” to provide for
recruiters and people to man tables for
that purpose….and that issue will be
addressed later.)
Think of this opportunity in this way:
Your club has modelers paying a general
admission fee to come to your event
and provide your club an opportunity
to recruit them..................... They’re
paying to come to you!
There are several things that can be
done to take advantage of this wonderful
opportunity but it requires some
imaginative and creative leadership. It
requires a contest leadership team that
understands that the model competition,
perhaps, should play a less significant
role in the daily schedule. Are more
visitors coming to the show to
participate in the contest or are most of
them coming to the show for the vendor
area? In many cases most of the walk-
in traffic has little interest in the
“contest”.  If the contest is reduced in
significance what, then, takes it place?

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A few months ago, I compiled my list of
shame. This is a list of my model projects
started and abandoned or sidetracked for a
variety of reasons. Generally, these projects
were put aside as a result of some annoying
problem either self-induced or original in
the kit. After a complete inventory of my
unbuilt kits and deferred projects, I resolved
to finish the existing projects before starting
any more. The temptation to put aside these
projects and start another is almost
irresistible. This is a severe test of my will
and discipline to be sure. This Corsair II is
the second model completed and happily
removed from the list  of shame.
My Corsair II was started some years ago
as a conversion of the then newly released Tamiya 1/48 F4U-1D kit.
It was put aside after completely botching up the decals. Fortunately,
during the time this kit sat abandoned, I received much information
about the FAA Corsairs from the FAA SIG website (www.faasig.org)
and Mr. Paul Fontenoy. I also acquired a Tamiya F4U-1A kit that was
used as a source for the narrow chord prop and the centerline fuel
tank. The paddle blade prop from the F4U-1D kit will be used with
the F4U-1A kit for a model of a VF-17 aircraft  another project.

The Tamiya F4U-1D is a hybrid having features of the earlier F4U-
1/A along with those of the F4U-1D. This eases the construction of
this Corsair II (a Vought made equivalent to the USN F4U-1A) from
the Tamiya F4U-1D kit. I stripped the decals and along with them
most of the paint from my resurrected model. This provided the
opportunity to repaint the model in the Vought equivalents of the
FAA colors. These colors are Vought's renditions of Olive Drab,
Neutral Gray and Sky Gray. A lengthy discussion of the use of these
equivalent colors can be found on the FAA SIG website. The

construction of the Corsair II from this kit required only clipping the
wings, omitting the rocket launcher stubs, the center wing section
pylons and the external fuel tanks, and using the prop and centerline
fuel tank from the F4U-1A kit. The only corrections made to the kit
were filling in the opening in the right inner flap, eliminating the wing

beautifully built and finished model at the 2000 IPMS/USA National
Convention. The images do not do justice to his model. His masterpiece
served as the inspiration to finish my model in BPF markings.

landing light and wing fuel caps, followed by rescribing the wing
fuel caps one panel line further inboard.
For those particular about FAA Corsairs, Model Design Construction
(dialspace.dial.pipex.com/town/place/gfb78/mdc.conversions.list.htm)
offers a resin conversion set for the F4U-1D with the parts for a
correct cockpit, narrow chord prop, Brewster tank, etc.

Some details were added such as the small vents on the rear fuselage,
fuel cap grips, wing tank vents on the underside (a characteristic of
the 1/A Corsairs), and whip aerials. The decals are a combination of
White Dog Decals and Archer Fine Transfers (AFT) for the BPF
insignia. Those incredible AFT Hamilton Standard logos were applied
to the prop blades. But, only after I was prompted by, What are you
hoarding them for? Waiting to win an IPMS contest? Yeah, right.
Chastened, I dutifully rubbed the logos on.

One more down. Only 59 more projects to go!
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Remove ECM bulges from the nose and exhaust shroud, remove the tail mounted sensor,
making a cut at the top of the rudder and cut off the avionics hump. Detail the cockpit and
assemble the fuselage. Fill the hole where the avionics hump was and sand to shape. Extend
the fin down the spine and make a new fin tip. Use the kit canopy and carve a rear canopy
fairing from plastic or hard wood. Check references as the rear of the TA and OA canopies
are a little different. Keep or remove the cannons depending on the aircraft you are modeling.

MONOGRAM OA-4M KIT ONLY

MONOGRAM OA-4M AND CONVERSION KIT
Missing link models offer a conversion kit that provides a vacuformed canopy, resin rear
canopy fairing and resin fin tip. Do the above steps and use the conversion parts where
applicable.

MONOGRAM OA-4M AND A-4E/F
KITS

(with or without the conversion kit)

Remove the ECM bulges from the nose and
exhaust shroud of the OA. Tape the OA
fuselage halves together and make a vertical
cut at the canopy rear hinge line(see
illustrations). Mate the
cut OA rear fuselage halves to the
corresponding E/F halves and cut the E/F
fuselage to match the OA. You can remove
the sensor from the OA tail(see above) and
build an A-4E, or leave the sensor and build
an A-4F. When all the separate fuselage
parts are detailed and assembled, mate the
OA nose to the E/F tail and the E/F nose to
the OA tail. They match quite well but some
filling and sanding will be required where
the E/F and OA avionics humps meet.
Check references for canopy fairing if using
kit canopy(see above). Use the OA wings
with the OA body and the E/F wings with
the E/F body.
I used both kits and the conversion was not
only a lot of fun, but much easier than I
had anticipated.
