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Israeli M-48 (Magach 3)

Rushed into production as a result of the Cold War fears, the
M47 and M48 suffered from anumber of early teething troubles.
In the long term however, they proved to be the backbone of
the US armored units for more than a decade, bridging the gap
between the World War 2 vintage M26 Pershing and the M60
series introduced in the 1960s. These tanks saw service with
morethan 25 different nations worl dwide and played an important
rolein the Vietnam War, aswell asin the Arab-lsraeli conflict
and in the 1965 Indo-Pakistan War.

Magach isthe Isragli Defense Force (IDF) name for the Patton
(M-48 and M-60 series) tanks in their service.

Magach 3

U.S. made M48A1 and M48A2 Patton tanks were modified by
the IDF's Ordnance Corps. This upgrade included an M68
105mm L7 gun, a M1/Sherman/Urdan cupola (later only an
Urdan cupola), an AVDS 1790a diesel engine, a CD-850-6
automatic transmission and a modern communications system.
These tanks were the backbone of armored forces in the Six-
day War (1967) and Y om Kippur War (1973).

The model is asimple conversion of the Tamiya M48 kit. The
90mm gun was replaced just ahead of the recoil dust cover by
a105mm gun from an old Leopard kit. The .50 cal turret was
left off and replaced by the commander's hatch from the Tamiya
M4A3 Sherman. The model was painted in a sand color then
weathered with washes and dry-brushing.

Stuart Light Tank, M3A1l

Academy, 1/35th Scale, Kit N0.1398
Kit Review by Bruce Grinstead

General
Learning from the experiences of the British
in the Western desert campaign, the Americans
designed the M3A1 to correct some of the
short-comings of the earlier M3 model. These
changes were implemented in May of 1942.
A newly tested stabilized hydraulic traversing
mechanism, as opposed to the previous manual
version, was incorporated along with aturret
basket. Thisturret basket provided the gunner
and loader with seats, while the copula was
removed from the turret, eliminated due to the
addition of two new periscopes. An additional
hatch was added after the copulawas removed.
Exterior tanks, that could be jettisoned from
the interior, were fitted to the rear, exterior
deck just aft of the turret. The initial 211
M3A1s were powered by a Guiberson diesel
engine, while the remaining production of
4,410 were powered by a Continental radial
engine.

TheKit —A First Look

Upon opening the box, the modeler is greeted
with finely injected detail, including the interior
essentials and then some; agood selection for
an Out-of-the-Box theme. Both individual
link tracks and vinyl are included — time
constraints and inexperience steered me
towards the vinyl version. Square blanking
plates, British style, are provided for the two
forward sponson machine gun positions, as
well as British stowage boxes. Cast and spoke
variants of the road/idler wheels are included,
asis aspare sprue with nominal stowage and
a 50 cal. machine gun.

Suffice to say, there are errorsin the kit, but
I’m not arivet counter and really just wanted
to build this tank out of the box. The most
noted error in reviews, and easily corrected,
isthe lack of detail for the forward part of the
idler wheel mechanism — lots of detailed
photographs of this area are available in
reference material. A couple of the reviews
also noted an anomaly with the bogie arms
and idler positions to compensate for an error
in the belly pan depth, with suggestionsto use
the bogies from the older Tamiya offering.

| found that the engine filter bracket to hull
mating arrangement could have been
represented better by having the bracket mount
flush to the wall, as opposed to the recessed
notch that was provided. | left al of these
areas unchanged.

Additions

Though Eduard provides two nice sets of
photoetch add-on, the interior set is really
unwarranted, as the majority of it isnot visible
oncetheturret and hull hatches are put in place.

The best addition that provides the most impact
and bang for the buck is Verlinden Productions
M5 resin stowage set for the Tamiya kit; just
discard the facia armor plate sandbag casting
(and whatever else you can't fit on this light
tank — leaving you with alot of goodies for
future builds).

Verlinden Productions M5 Stowage Set for
Tamiya Kit, Part No. 1845:

| tried to hunt down some figures at the 11th
hour (just can’'t get them out of my system),
and ended up buying Verlinden's Marine
Tankers (Part No. 1882). Theseare half-bodies,
and would not fit in the turret hatches without

getting out alarge wood file...more spares for
the parts box.

There were only a couple physical changes |
made to the kit; the addition of a scratch-built
exhaust hood and screen, and the wel ded, round
blanking covers for the wing machine gun
positions. | accomplished the latter by thinning
down the square covers provided with the kit,
removing the rivets, and rounding out their
corners.

Painting and Decals

After pre-shading the interior with Humbrol’s
Brown and letting it dry, | painted an overcoat
of Testor’s White mixed with approximately
five percent of the same brown. Pre-shading
was a so done for the lower half of the hull, |
sprayed an undercoat of Humbrol’s Brown
Bess, then on the upper half, switched to a
generic brown. After that dried, | sprayed an
overall coat of Testor's Olive Drab. Final
coats of Testor’ s Olive Drab mixed with twenty
percent of Testor's Khaki were misted over
the upper half of the model. Thiswas my first
attempt at the pre-shading technique, and
though the effect was visible, | would be less
liberal and stop spraying theinitial Olive Drab
overcoat abit earlier to retain more definition.

The decals provided markingsfor five different
vehicles:

a) M3A1 in Tunisia, 1943 with the yellow
stars and US flag markings (featured print in
the Squadron Signal in Action book),
b) Two USMC (“Painin the Ass’, and “The
Pay Off") tanks in Bougainville in November
1 9 4 3 , a n d
c) Two Soviet tanks (1942 and 1943).

I chose one of the USMC markings, “Painin
the Ass’, from Bougainville. | found the
decals stiff and unforgiving, but being afigure
painter, I'm probably just not doing it the right
way(!) — a better base coat of gloss should
have been applied.

After al of the base coats had dried and the
decals applied, | began applying washesto the
details, with a diluted mixture of Humbrol’s
Brown Bess and Black, and asmall 000-brush.
This was time consuming, but worthwhile,
asit really brought out the detail and rivets.
Dry brushing was completed with various
shades of Khaki. Tinges of rust and chips
were added, with the final step in the process
