Impressions from the 2004 IPMS National Convention

One highlight for many modelersis the
annual IPMS National Convention. It
provides aforum for judging our treasures,
sharing valuable information with others
and meeting like minded people. | know
in my casethat istrue and with thisyear's
convention held in Phoenix the convention
was an opportunity | could not pass up.
At only alittle over four hundred miles
away it was one weekend | would not
spend surfing the web listening to Smash
Mouth.

This year's convention was held in the
Phoenix Convention Center which
provided ample room. In fact, there was
only one word to describe the room where
the event washeld: Huge. The room was
divided into two parts with the largest
portion going to the vendor room. The
attendance seemed fairly good with several
club members in addition to myself in
presence. | also ran into one of former
club members, Dr. Gary Bush. It seems
that every time | have goneto the nationals
| have run into old friends.

Each year | come away with enthusiasm
for my latest projects and occasionally
new ones. The models entered are (no
matter how lame the term seems)
"inspiring". This year there were
somewhere around 2070 models entered
with most being little works of art. The
judges had their work cut out for them. |
don't know how | would have been able
to judge many of the models there. With
that many models present it is next to
impossible to choose a favorite though
some stick out in my mind. One of my
choices in armor was a scratch built
MBT70, which took second in its category
to an immaculate and impressive 1/16th
scale T-55. My favorite scale is 72nd
aircraft and the variety was unbelievable.

Some left a strong mark like a PB4Y-2
Privateer and a Bv 222 Viking. Every
category was flooded with well built
models. afour foot Godzillain scifi (Happy
50th birthday G-dude!), dinosaurs on the
prowl, airships and ironclads and even a
1950s drive-in restaurant. There were not
agreat many ships, but the quality made
up for quantity, like a 700th scale Flower
class corvette that brought Don Fenton's
comment of: "He must have trained
cockroaches to do the rigging!". One
collection bringing "oohs" and "aahs' was
acollection of the aircraft from the movie
Those Magnificent Men in Their Flying
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M achines. Some times the obvious choice
isnot the best. A 32nd scale Jolly Rogers
F-4J immediately caught my eye and it
was avery well built model, but on later
reflection | made an off hand remark about
the GR1 Tornado displayed next to it being
at least every bit as good. Looking over
the results it appears the judges felt the
same as the Tornado took 1st and the F-4
did not even place. Onething | wastold
many years ago isthat it is not the amount
of after market parts one can throw at a
kit that wins trophies, it is the basics;
properly filled seems, correct placements
of parts, good paint, etc..

Many members of our club could have
competed and done well, in fact | believe
James McCarty won a trophy in the
"Military Vehicles. Closed Top AFVs -
Post 1945" . Congratulations!

Two encouraging signs were the number
of modd sentered into the junior categories
and the popularity of the make-and-take
table. Somebody has to replace us old
guys and there seemed to be many up to
the challenge.

Asawaysthe vendors were very popular,
with many having some of the latest kits.
Hobby Link Japan was more than happy
to take my money for Tamiya's 72nd scale
Bubbletop P-47D. They asotook Bobby's
and gave him the new Hasegawa Me 111.

Both are well done kits. Other vendors
offered Moskit, Tank Work Shop, Eduard
and, well you get the drill, many achance

to get rid of that hard earned money. 21st
Century Toys had a booth with both their
32nd and 18th scale toys. The 18th scale
aircraft have become somewhat of a cult
with some modelers who view them as a
challenge to detail and correct the toy
features.

Surprisingly there are few announcements
of new kits made at the nationals with
most companies waiting for trade shows
to announce new subjects. Trumpeter was
one of the few ones to have new items
with Stevens International displaying test
shots of their 350th scale SS Jeremiah
O'Brien, USS Nimitz, 48th scale P-40B,
32nd Su-27 and a 24th scale Fw 190D.
Revell had their 72nd scale U-Boat and
the much awaited 48th F-18E/F. Both
Dragon and Academy also had displays.
Most manufacturers gave away catalogs
and alot of the new items are within those

pages.

Each year various activities and tours are
offered, this year being no different. The
symposiums offered cover a wide range
of topics. | did not attend any, but those
that did told me they were well worth the
time. There were aso tours of the Pima
Aerospace Museum along with AMARC,
Luke AFB, the CAF Museum at Mesa,
the Penske Museum and the Hall of Flame.

| stopped at Pima on the way out and
Mesa on way back. Though | did not go
on the Luke tour, | imagine it was quite
good.

This was only my third national and it
compared very well with the two others.
The interest was high with participants
and there was a great deal of "How did
you do that?', "Wow, where did you get
reference?’, "I've been looking for that
forever!™, "I wish | could do that!".

Some impressions and opinions | came
away with can be summed up with the
following:

1. Mode building can still be popular with
young people.

The Smithsonian’s Fw 190F-8 is a beaut,
but my biggest interest wasin the M6A 1
Seiran. That aircraft spent severa years
in restoration at the Paul Garber facility
in Silver Hills and the result iswell worth
the time and expense. While most of my
visit was planned for the purpose of
reference for modeling, there was plenty
of time for “Gee-wiz” viewing.

This trip alone resulted in about three
hundred dides and over six hundred digital
shots.

The usual suspects are; wheel wells,
landing gear, wing folds, props, that kind
of stuff for aircraft. Tank reference is
normally things like suspension,
tracks, engine decking, the kind
of detail that is occasionally
overlooked, or poorly
represented. Every time | see
an M4 | make sure | record
whatever style of tracks and road
wheelsit has. Ships often need
help in the area of rigging (both
standing and running on sailing
ships), armament, and
superstructure and on the odd
occasions when a ship is in
drydock, underwater details.

The Patton Museum is pretty much a
living museum. Many of the vehicles
are operable and are driven during a
parade usually held on the fourth of July.

and an M88 towed it around. The indoor
vehicle displays are often rotated and it is
a guess as to what will be on display,
though the Tiger Il seems to be a
permanent display. The outdoor displays
are mostly US Army vehicles and range

USS Torsk SS-423

from the fairly common M47 and
M48A2C up to the one and only T28,
America's answer to the Hunting Tiger.

The USAFM is going through a perpetual
expansion and has just recently opened a
Cold War hangar and some aircraft are
loaned out to other museums. The B-47E
that was on display has been sent el sewhere
and its place taken by an immaculately
restored RB-47H. Severa years ago the
museum had a KB-50J that had
flown with the 431st AREFS at
BiggsAFB. | havenofirmidea
how many planes the Air Force
Museum keeps at Wright-Patt,
but 300 is probably not an
excessive guess. While the
museum is dedicated to USAF
history, foreign aircraft are not
forgotten. The museum owns
three Spitfires (a Mk Vb, Mk
Xl and a Mk XVle). Thereis
an Fw 190D-9, a Bf 109G-10
and a Romanian Ju 88D,
complemented by a Macchi
Mc.200. Two Jugs, a
“Bubbletop” and a“ Razorback”
illustrate the best WWII fighter.
