Notes of Interest

DesertCon 2004 “Best Of Show” Corsair II by Don Fenton
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B-17 INTERIORS By Karl Hauffe

The interior of the B-17 has been the subject of
much debate lately on Hyperscale.  I would like
to offer some observations made from the use
of the Boeing blueprints, Boeing Field Service
Manual, Erection and Maintenance Manual, and
Pilot's Operating Instructions as well as a tour
of the Memphis Belle prior to "restoration".

he nose compartment and the radio room on B-
17F's through S/N 42-30616 had insulation
(called "carded batt" by Boeing) cut to fit and
glued between the formers and stringers.  The
outside piece of fabric on the batt was a very
dark green.  I had a piece at one time, but it has
disappeared over the years and moves.  This
was then covered with a fabric material
(mercerized cotton per the specs).  A piece of
this fabric (removed from the Memphis Belle
in 1979) is in my possession and a scan of it is
shown below.  Color is dyed Dull Dark Green
to match Berry Bros. Bronze Green.  When the
insulation and fabric were no longer used, the
areas were bare aluminum.  Photographs of
damaged aircraft bear this out.

The forward side of Bulkhead #3 had insulation
glued to it, which was then covered with the
same green cloth.  This continued through 43-
39008 (which covered virtually all B-17G's).
The cockpit area received the same treatment
- insulation glued to the sidewalls, aft bulkhead,
and overhead area, then covered with fabric.
Exposed metal areas around the windows and
the top turret support structure were all to be
painted dull dark green (to match good old Berry
Bros. Bronze Green!).  This is for all B-17's.
The bomb bay of the Memphis Belle was painted

Neutral Gray as Dana Bell has mentioned was
common.  At some point, this procedure was
dropped.  Possibly with the end of camouflage,
but that is strictly a guess.  All B-17G photos
of the bomb bay that I have seen in manuals
and books show it as natural metal.  It might
be noted that the structural members have a
different texture depending on how they were
made.  The skin is Alclad, the formers are
pressed aluminum, and the stringers are
extruded aluminum.  This might lead some
people to believe parts of the bulkheads were
painted.
No photograph of any waist area has ever
shown any evidence of paint.  The maintenance
manual specifically says no area of the interior
of the aircraft is to be painted with the exception
of the areas mentioned in the cockpit.
The floors of the bombardier's station (B17F),
top turret area, and radio room were all
varnished, unpainted plywood.  The flooring
pieces in the waist were plywood, but covered
with rubber anti-skid matting.  The navigator's
floor and the floor directly under the pilots
was natural aluminum.

Some period photos show the fabric removed
in the nose area and the insulation exposed.
Others show the fabric intact.  The few existing

photos of the radio room I have seen show the
fabric intact.  I would guess that the nose fabric
was more likely to be damaged during the
installation of the nose guns and not replaced.
 The late father of a friend said they ripped it
out for fear of fire.  In Martin Bowman's book
Castles in the Air there is a quote mentioning
the "upholstery" in the radio room catching
fire from a tracer bullet.  It was supposed to
be flame proofed, but apparently not good
enough.
An interesting note on the radio room covering:
the Memphis Belle had a fabric similar to fake
leather in its radio room.  It was an extremely
dark green.  The bulkheads had the normal
insulation and fabric covering on them.  In the
War Department movie, the scenes in the radio
room are very dark, so it is possible that this
was in place during combat.  At this late date,
that is pure speculation.  The man who said
they ripped out the lining for fear of fire referred
to it as "ealskin", which is definitely not
consistent with what came from the factory.
A photo in Roger Freeman's Mighty Eighth
War Diary shows a nose repair job and the

OK, we admit it. We are looking for new members. Back on page two of this newsletter is a whole bunch of information
about our club, where and how often we meet, how to contact us, even how to get a membership card. So it’s only fair
that we provide a plug for our national organization, which publishes a darn fine magazine 6 times a year, provides us
with little things like support for regional and national conventions, and keeps us up to date with manufacturer's reports
on ALL the latest kit releases. Hey! It’s worth the money just to get the magazine, and there are always some neat modeling
articles to check out. Give it a try, OK?

navigators station has a dark covering in it,
contrasting greatly with what is at the lower
part of the bombardiers station.  Is this the
same material as was in the Belles radio room?
 I have seen no reference to it, but it definitely
existed.
Note: all serial number information is for
Boeing built B-17's.  The blueprints and their
associated information for Douglas and Vega
aircraft either don't exist, or I haven't found
them.  The Smithsonian (from whom I
purchased the Boeing blueprints) says they do
not have separate film for these aircraft.  The
data blocks on the microfilm I have include
space for Douglas and Vega S/N's, but none
are noted.
There is conflicting information about the
bulkhead doors.  According to the blueprints,
the plywood was to be varnished and left
unpainted.  The maintenance manual says they

may be painted to match the surrounding
structure.  The remains of the doors in the
Memphis Belle appear to have been painted.
So, to my fellow modelers, I would recommend
painting the nose, cockpit, and radio room
dark green (but not as dark as dull dark green)
in an F and only the cockpit of a G.  The photo
above shows the difference in the painted Dull
Dark Green and the dyed version.  Everything
else should be natural metal.  Unless you want
to duplicate an area with the insulation exposed

between stringers and formers.  Good luck on
that one!  Bulkhead doors would most likely
be painted dark green on an F and left unpainted
on a G.  The floors would be as previously
noted, except that in the G the bombardier's
station has the top of the chin turret that would
be dark green with Plexiglas plates.  The
surrounding floor pieces would be unpainted
plywood.
This information is provided for what it is
worth.  I have done a lot of research on this
subject, and have had the good fortune to
acquire a great quantity of information.
Speculation has been kept to a minimum, but
some guessing will always be necessary once
nearly 60 years have gone by.  Memories fade
and records disappear.  We all know things
were done in combat zones that were never
documented.  The covering in the Belles radio
room will always intrigue me but at this point
no answers are forthcoming.  I hope this helps
my fellow modelers out there.  Any input of
hard evidence would be greatly appreciated.
