NEW KITS

Academy P-47D Razorback
Thiskit isanewer generation kit and isagood
representation of the P-47. Thekit has recessed
panel lines, agood outline and a choice of 500
Ibs bombs (though the fins are not convincing),
2 three shot "bazooka" type rocket launchers,
108-gallon paper tanks, or 75 gallon metal tear
drop shaped tanks and includes wing pylons.
Both the Curtiss-Electric "toothpick™ blade
prop and the Hamilton-Standard "paddle
bladed" props are included, but unfortunately
not a C-E asymmetrical "paddle blade'. The
whedlsand tiresarewell done, with thewheels
representing ones with "hubcaps" instead of
the open spoke often seen on P-47sin thefield.
The cockpit isfairly nice and the corrugations
of the floor are well represented and a decent
instrument panel, but the engine is anemic.
Thisisagood kit and usually several dollars
cheaper than Hasegawa's offering. It will build
up into a respectable P-47D. Recommended
Academy P-47D Bubbletop
Represents a P-47D-25. Otherwise, the same
comments as the Academy razorback version.
Recommended
Hasegawa P-47D Razorback
Thiskit isasomewhat older Hasegawa offering
and not quite up to present standards. However,

o

it does exhibit recessed panel lines and has
crisp moldings. The interior is lacking, with
only an aft bulkhead, floor and seat al molded
into one. The engine has the same drawback
as the Academy version. Only the Curtiss-
Electric "toothpick" prop isincluded and stores

are limited to two 5001 bs bombs and two 108-
gallon paper tanks. The wing pylons are
molded as part of thewings. Thefit of thiskit
is not as good as newer versions, it is still a
nice kit, but not as nice as the Academy
offering. Recommended

Hasegawa P-47D Bubbletop
Represents a P-47D-25. Otherwise, the same
comments as the Hasegawa razorback version.
Recommended
Hi Planes P-47N
High planeskits are often referred to aslimited
production kits and while not quite as finely
molded as major producers they are usually
very accurate in shape and build into very nice
kits. The P-47N isno exception, with engraved
panel lines and a good outline. The landing
gear iswhite metal and two sets of wheelsare
included: One set is injection molded on one
of the sprues and the other is a nicely molded
resin wheel set. The undersides of the wings
have the rocket stubs molded into the wings
and pylons are separate, but no stores are
included. The engine is a nice casting, but
representsthe earlier "B" series R-2800 instead
of the proper "C" series. Has the correct,
smooth cockpit floor for the P-47N. Thiskit
is a little more challenging to build than a
mass-produced injection kit, but well worth
the effort. Recommended
Italeri P-47N
In some ways this kit is a big disappointment.
The panel lines are recessed, but overdone.
There are over stated rivets, but strangely this
is more noticeable on the wings, but they are
not quite as bad on the fuselage. While the
propeller is a Curtiss-Electric paddle blade, it
isof an asymmetrica design that was used on
late P-47Ds, not Ns. The cockpit has
corrugations while the actual P-47N did not.
Theworst problem isthe wings are too narrow
in chord and a strange
omission is the
prominent sliding
frame under the
bubbletop. All of the
minuses being pointed
out, thiskit does have
some positive points:
The wheels have the
proper eight spokes
(for a P-47N), the
engine, landing gear,
wheel wells and
interior all have good
detail. Storesinclude
two each five hundred
pound and thousand
pound bombs, as well
as five inch HVAR
rockets and the
underwing stubs are
individual pieces.

There are two of the three shot bazooka type
launchers and several twenty-five pound
fragmentation bombs. Crewsinthefield often
attached the latter items to larger bombs.
