Hamilton Standard prop

NEW KITS (continued)

Lastly, three types of drop tanks are included:
One hundred and eight gallon paper, one
hundred eight gallon metal and one hundred
fifty gallon metal tanks. The decal sheet is
extensive and the current release has decals
for three different aircraft. When Italeri first
released this kit it was panned in virtually
every review, but after building it | feel that
much of the criticism is unjust. This kit has
itsfaults, as does the High Planes offering, but
they both fill avoid. The cost of this kit is
around the same as the High Planes kit, but it
is probably easier to locate. Recommended
MPM XP-47H

MPM produces limited run kits and this one
is an early one. Canopy is vacuformed and
there is a small photo etched set. No pylons
or stores are included, which is fine, as the
XP-47H was only atest bed. The detail is
engraved, but not quite up to Revell or Tamiya
standards. The prop and spinner are one piece
somewhat reducing detail. Still, thisisadecent
kit and the only way to go if conversionisto
be avoided. Recommend

Revell (new) P-47D

Very well detailed kit of the later P-47D-30/40
aircraft. Kit includes the fin strake added in
the field to most -30 aircraft and at the factory
for al -40 aircraft is included as a separate

piece. The gearbox cover is
molded separately and is for the
correct "B" series R-2800. The
compressibility recovery flaps
("diveflaps") are molded onto the
lower wing surfaces. Cockpit is

well detailed and the kit includes a Curtiss-Electric
asymmetrical prop, six-spoke open whedls, two wing pylons,
two seventy five gallon metal teardrop shaped tanks, a
single one hundred and fifty gallon flat metal tank, and
two five hundred pound bombs. Thiskit isthe only choice
for the P-47D-30, or P-47D-40 aircraft. It isalso one of
the best P-47 kitsin 72nd scale, with Tamiya as the closest
competitor. Recommended

Revell P-47M

Pretty much the P-47D kit with the correct split gearbox
for the "C" series R-2800 used on the P-47M. Ten five-
inch HVAR rockets are included, as are two one hundred
and fifty-gallon metal teardrop tanks. The Curtiss-Wright
asymmetrical prop is included, but the P-47M used the
symmetrical paddle bladed variety. Recommend

Tamiya P-47D Razorback

Possibly one of the best kitsever made! The detail isfiney
engraved, cockpit iswell detailed, asis engine and wheels.
The wheels have extra parts for open spoke, or hubcaps.
The prop isfor the "tooth pick", or the symmetrical "paddle
blade". In one of the best designs, the prop is cast with
two blades and the front of the hub as one casting and the
two blades and the back of the hub as the other casting.
Pylons areincluded aong with two 108 gallon paper tanks,
two 500Ibs bombs and two 3 shot "bazooka" tubes. The
guns are molded into a small wedge shaped part that fits
into the leading edge of the wing making clean up of the
leading edge much easier than having the guns molded as
part of the wings which is the route other manufacturers
have chosen to do. Recommended

Tamiya P-47D Bubbletop

The basic comments are the same
as for the Razorback. This kit
includes aHamilton-Standard prop
aswell asthe paddle blade that is
in the Razorback. Between this
kit, the Razorback and the Revell
kit, all props are provided and kit
bashing can include any
combination. An addition to the
stores is Tamiya's interpretation
of the 150-gallon flat metal tank.
The kit is broken down in such a
way that it appears Tamiya has
plansfor different versons. Might
there be a P-47D-30, P-47M, or
even a P-47N in the future?
Recommended
