Ex-President Bush to get sculpture from El Pasoan

The man behind the large scul pture of a black rhino that once stood at Mesa and Schuster
streets will soon have another one of his bronze pieces displayed prominently.
El Paso artist Julio Sdnchez De Alba is putting the final touches on a bronze eagle, which
he will deliver to former President George H. W. Bush in March.

"Of course, it's a big honor," Sdnchez De Alba said. "The eagle represents the symbol of
our country, and | am very proud to be able to present him with it."

Bush first saw the unfinished eagle at an art show in Reno, Nev., and approached the artist
to compliment him on it. Sanchez De Alba decided to give the eagle -- one piece of a
collection of 20 statues -- to Bush.

Bush plansto display the sculpture, which still needs work on the marble base, in his Houston
office, the artist said. The sculpture will be delivered personally on Sanchez De Albas trip
back from a Florida art show.

"I am very grateful for this opportunity,” said the artist, who was born in Boliviaand lives
in El Paso. "l admired (Bush) as an airman. | admired him as a president. And now | admire
the work he is doing for the victims of the (Indian Ocean) tsunami and Hurricane Katrina."

GinaKay, the owner of Art Galleriawhich displays Sanchez De Alba's work, said she's not
surprised to see people notice hiswork. "Julio ison hisway up," she said. "l have sent his
piecesto people all the way in Florida."

The exact discount is set on adliding
scale. Our club meetings are generally held on the 1 st or 2nd Sunday of each month at 2.00
p.m. in the Fellowship Hall of St. Paul's United Methodist Church at 7000 Edgemere Blvd
(please see the map below). Schedule changes are published ahead of time in the newsletter.
We normally hold either one or two model contests at each club meeting, one against a specific
modeling or historical theme, and one that is an open competition for anything a modeler
wishes to bring.
