Our club is a chartered chapter of the International Plastic Model Society - U.S. Branch (the
IPMS-USA). The EPSM S was first organized in 1969, received its charter in 1970, and has
been continuously active since that time.

We are a non-profit organization dedicated to promoting the art of scale modeling (regardless
of construction media), and membership is open to anyone interested in scale modeling. Club
membership dues are payable on an annual basis (we can accept cash or persond checks). Dues
are $15.00 per year for regular members over the age of 16, and are based on a January-
December club year. Junior memberships are available for those aged 16 and under, and are
priced at $5.00 per year. Family memberships are available for an extra payment of $2.00 per
year per family member. Membersin good standing are entitled to vote in al club matters, run
for office, enter club contests, judgein al club contests, and receive a copy of the club's monthly
newsletter. Hal's Hobby Warehouse on Bessemer in East El Paso also offers club members a
discount on purchases of models and modeling materials. The exact discount is set on adliding
scale. Our club meetings are generally held on the 1 st or 2nd Sunday of each month at 2.00
p.m. in the Fellowship Hall of St. Paul's United Methodist Church at 7000 Edgemere Blvd
(please see the map below). Schedule changes are published ahead of time in the newsletter.
We normally hold either one or two model contests at each club meeting, one against a specific
modeling or historical theme, and one that is an open competition for anything a modeler
wishes to bring.

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BOOK REVIEWS

On a recent trip to visit my dad in Silver City |
made my mandatory stop to see Bob Ruman
at Articles of War. Those that know me will tell
you | never leave that place empty handed.
All serious modelers spend hard earned cash
not only on kits and supplies but also reference
materials, all with the idea of achieving a desired
level of accuracy or simply just to get that little
extra detail. For me reading about that Tiger
1, P-47 or the uniform of a Polish Lancer is a
hobby in of itself. Since | have a bad memory
(old age is creeping up on me and | can't
remember all those details), it is an absolute
necessity that | buy these books, so | tell my
wife, in order to refer to them on my next project,
whenever that happens.

1-400, Japan's Secret Aircraft - Carrying
Strike Submarine, Objective Panama Canal
HIKOKI Publications, 2006

As soon as | walked into Bob's shop, a pile
of books on the 'just unpacked' table caught
my eye. The upper half of the dust cover on
one book had the Rising Sun of Japan and
just below the profile of a submarine. After a
quick skim through of its pages | blurted out
loud, "Hell, this one's a keeper" and set it aside
to await companions for the trip home. This
144 page book is about the largest submarine
built at the time and with a hanger to carry not
one but three Aichi M6A Seiran aircraft! What
were these guys thinking? Bomb the Panama
Canal of course! But what happened you ask?
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Well, they got caught. Anyway this book is
loaded with all the juicy things we modelers
like. Loads of never before published photos,
drawings, paintings and interviews with
surviving crew members. There is also a fold-
out page with profiles of the sub and the Seiran.
This book is a unique reference source for
those interested in subs, aircraft and WW I
history.

In short, this title provides plenty of eye candy
and is a good read to boot.

Focke-Wulf FW 190D
Camouflage & Markings, Part 1
JaPo, 2005

Now here is the long awaited book, by me
anyway, on the camouflage and markings of
the sleek looking 'Dora’. This 207 page, hard
bound volume is absolutely crammed with
charts, drawings, color profiles and photos both
color and black & white. There are even color
photos of items retrieved from crash sites. The
text covers operational history, camouflage &
markings specific to components, production
batches and units, description of prototypes
and individual description of production batches.
Part 2 will apparently have more on individual
production batches from the different
manufacturers, modification and adaptation of
camouflages and lots more. Looks like I'll have
to get Part 2 as well.. Another great reference
for the modeler that also provides plenty of
interesting reading. Now you can be the 190D
expert on your block.

Camouflage and Markings of the
Aeronautica Nazionale Repubblicana,
1943-1945
Classic Colors, lan Allen Publishing, 2005

Aeronautica Nazionale Repubblicana, who?
Where were they from '39 to '42?
Ah yes, this book analyses the camouflage
and markings of the ANR, the Facist air force
formed in the wake of Italy's capitulation to
the Allies in 1943. These guys fought along
side the Luftwaffe to the bitter end in northern
Italy. Now you have available a 224 page
book jammed packed with profiles, photos
(400 to be exact), black & white and color, on
Fiats, Macchis, Bredas, Capronis, Avias (take
a breath),Savoia Marchettis and
Messerschmitts. This volume is broken down
into eight chapters that discuss the origins of
the ANR, different Gruppos and Squadriglia,
transport units, second line units,
miscellaneous aircraft, shelters, blast pens
and ground concealment. This reference
definitely provides boucoup project options
for the modeler. To repeat other reviewers,
this is a must have for your collection.

Just how researchers get their hands on all
the rare and never before published photos
is amazing. The fact that there are those
doing this research for us should be
appreciated.
