€lectronic improvements,
anew radar and the ability
to carry and delivery air
to air ordinance and even
thou it is not supersonic,
the Fightinghawk is the
most capable and modern
aircraft in Fuerza Aerea
Argentina's arsenal.

For this Project | selected the 1/48th
scale kit of the A-4M from Hasegawa.
Thisisthe best A-4M available today
and isfar superior to the A-4M offering
by Hobbycraft which is not only basic
but suffers from omissions and lack of
detail.

Modifications & Improvements

To bring this kit to "AR" standard,
Condor Decals resin set #48030 was
used along Aires resin Escapac gjection
seat and wheel wells set, the last one

becoming a setback because it was hard
to make these accessoriesfit in place which
| wasn't expecting and even thou the final
result was excellent thisis a modification
| don't think | am willing to try againin
future projects.

The Condor set provides a decal sheet
with "generic" markings for any A-4AR

but an aftermarket decal set #48022, also
from Condor Decals was used instead
since it included the specific markings |
wanted for this version, especially the
unique "artwork™ used during operational
exercises on the starboard side of the
airframe.

Decal Options

Besides Condor, there are two other
sets available for the Argentine
Figthinghawks, offered by FCM Decals
and AeroCalcas but the colors used to
create these are wrong and do not offer
al the stencils and other important

markings that are already included in
the Condor set like the "No Pisar" (no
step) signs for the drop tanks and
warning indications for the jet intakes
among others.
