Our club is a chartered chapter of the International Plastic Model Society - U.S. Branch (the
IPMS-USA). The EPSMS was first organized in 1969, received its charter in 1970, and has
been continuously active since that time.

We are a non-profit organization dedicated to promoting the art of scale modeling (regardless
of construction media), and membership is open to anyone interested in scale modeling. Club
membership dues are payable on an annual basis (we can accept cash or personal checks). Dues
are $15.00 per year for regular members over the age of 16, and are based on a January-
December club year. Junior memberships are available for those aged 16 and under, and are
priced at $5.00 per year. Family memberships are available for an extra payment of $2.00 per
year per family member. Members in good standing are entitled to vote in all club matters, run
for office, enter club contests, judge in all club contests, and receive a copy of the club's monthly
newsletter. Hal's Hobby Warehouse on Bessemer in East El Paso also offers club members a
discount on purchases of models and modeling materials. The exact discount is set on a sliding
scale. Our club meetings are generally held on the 1 st or 2nd Sunday of each month at 2.00
p.m. in the Fellowship Hall of St. Paul's United Methodist Church at 7000 Edgemere Blvd
(please see the map below). Schedule changes are published ahead of time in the newsletter.
We normally hold either one or two model contests at each club meeting, one against a specific
modeling or historical theme, and one that is an open competition for anything a modeler
wishes to bring.

"The Glue" is the official publication of
the El Paso Scale Model Society. We
publish on a monthly basis and try to
cover just about any area of interest that
club members may have.

He used Platz decals on this kit
and they were some of the best I have seen
applied to a Japanese F-4.  Rodney said
that some required putting on three layers
and he did an outstanding job of
application. The Japanese F-4’s are covered
with small info decals and not one of his
had silvered.  Great work.

Fabian Nevarez is now into his Spitfire
stage of modeling. He two completed
models and three or four works in progress,
all in his usual 1/48th scale. He had an
Egyptian  Mk. Vc, converted from the
Tamiya kit and an Indian Air Force Mk.
XIV built from the HobbyCraft kit.  Both
were very nice. He also had an Israeli
Spitfire Mk IX built some time ago from
the Hasegawa kit.  As works in progress,
Fabian had an Otaki/Airfix Mk VIII, an
Academy Mk XIVe.

Daniel Webster‘s P-47 in 1/72nd scale
Ben Trevino, a 25,000+ hour flight instructor that worked in my office retired this month.
He retired from the military in 1979 and instructed in helicopters ever since then.  In 1968,
he flew 1400 hours of combat assault time in Chu Lai RVN which earned him 57 air medals
in one tour with the Americal unit.  He flew with BP and Air and Marine for thirteen years and
administered primary and advanced instruction as well as hundreds of checkrides.

Gus, who presented this model to Ben, built the kit straight out of the box with the exception
of an added FM antenna attached to the tail which was done after these photos were taken,
nav lights, and the BP decals on the doors.  The interior was done in black and some detail
was added to the instrument panel and seats.  Vented areas were darkened to improve the
visible detail.

About the aircraft in the background, a UH-1H, Gus says “it was the aircraft Ben utilized to
give me my initial instruction when I first started flying the Huey.  Coincidentally, it was in
our maintenance hangar for post maintenance flight testing when we took the photos.”

He brought Dragon’s M4A1, Dragon’s
Tiger(P) , finished, Tamiya ‘s offering of the Cromwell,
and the Dragon Maus, a work in progress.
He had a Tamiya 88 Flak as an Afrika Corps anti-
tank unit.

Dennis Cramer, our wood modeling guru, had a
1927 Ford tank Truck, in 1/12 scale, scratch built in
wood and a ¼ ton Dodge Pick up also in 1/12 scale,
and again scratch built in wood.  He also brought  a
M3 Stuart in 1/35th scale from Tamiya.  Some really
nice work on the wooden models and his efforts in
plastic are quite good.

Gary Boggs brought a Stug IIIB based on the Tamiya
1/35th scale model.  This was truly a gem built ,
painted and weathered as only Gary can.  Outstanding.

Roy Lingle had the new M4 81mm mortar Carrier
in 1/35 in the box for preview.

Carl Webster had an Israeli M113 Zelda converted
from the  Academy and Legend kits in 1/35th  scale.
Carl also brought an Israeli Tiran 5, another conversion
based on the Tamiy and Verlindan kits but still in
progress.  He had a nice looking 21st Century Toys,
BF 109F-2/4 in 1/32nd scale in the box for preview.

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Painting and Decaling

I painted the model a self mixed Israeli sand
grey using light grey and armor sand. The
model master Israeli armor sand is to dark for
the time period I wanted to depict this tank. I
got the mixture from the web si te
www.idfmodelling.free.fr . I have many pictures
showing Israeli armor with parts of the tank
painted red, I don't know why they do this, but
my thinking is they did this for a parade and
just didn't paint it back afterward the road
wheels, and muzzle brake are painted black.
All of the sighting windows for the commander
are colored in using a fine tip permanent marker.
I hand painted the turret numbers and v on the
stowage box in white.

The Display

I displayed the M-50 side by side with the
Academy M-51, but I plan on replacing it with
the more accurate and better looking Dragon
models M-51 premium kit. The base is a wood
plaque that screwed the models to.

Conclusion

This project was very hard but fun. It took a lot
of researching on the web and many many
hours and late nights of work to complete this
kit but if I had to do it again I would do it again.
I would like to thank my wife Gloria for her
pationuns while I worked on this project and
Roy for all his emails when I needed help and
information and his careful eye to show my
mistakes when at our monthly meetings.

Israeli M-50
Super Sherman

I didn't like the look of the deck fuel caps so I
cut and sanded them off the deck and replaced
them with a pair of let over caps from an
Academy kit.  All of the pioneer tools came
from the spares box because again the MP
Models parts are too thick and lack any really
good detail.

The Lower Hull

The lower hull was the hardest part of the
conversion. I started with getting rid of the vvss
parts and installed the very nice MP Models
easy 8 suspension. In order to glue the
suspetion parts to the Tamiya hull I used a
mixture of Gorilla glue and superglue. Doing
this made the attachment points much stronger.
When the Gorilla glue dries it is very strong but
it takes for ever to dry so I mixed in the
superglue to help it dry faster, so once you put
it on it better be in the right place because its
not coming off with out destroying your project.
The idler wheel axel on the hull is too small for
the Easy 8 idler wheel so I cut it off and added
the axel from the MP Models kit. Because the
hulls for the M4, M4a1, M4a2, and M4a3 are
shorter then the M4a4 hull I had to modify the
rear hull with an extension piece to simulate
the installation of the Cummins engine. To do
this I had two blazer armor pieces that go on
the rear of the turret of the Israeli M60a1 blazer
tank that hadn't used when I built my Academy
kits. I glued them together sanded the edges
flush then added the rear engine access doors
from a spare Tamiya rear hull plate. For the
transmit ion cover I used the cast Trans cover.
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OK, we admit it. We are looking for new members. Back on page two of this newsletter is a whole bunch of information
about our club, where and how often we meet, how to contact us, even how to get a membership card. So it’s only fair
that we provide a plug for our national organization, which publishes a darn fine magazine 6 times a year, provides us
with little things like support for regional and national conventions, and keeps us up to date with manufacturer's reports
on ALL the latest kit releases. Hey! It’s worth the money just to get the magazine, and there are always some neat modeling
articles to check out. Give it a try, OK?
