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Building an Aircraft Storage/Transportation Device
by Jens Ritter

Jens, as a member of the Luftwaffe, moves
from posting to posting and needs a method
to transport his models without having them
damaged while moving.

This is his method of protecting his models
from the movers.

The supplies that are required are Styrofoam
sheet, silicone and some 2 and one half inch
sheet metal screws.

Photo 1. Determine the size of the base for the
particular model that will be on the base.

Photos 2,3,4. Cut a base to fit your model.

Photo 5. If a jet aircraft, cut a piece to fit over
the nose cone.

Photos 6, 7, 8. Cut a hole in this piece to fit the
nose cone into making it high enough to lift the
front landing gear strut above the base.

Photos 9,10. Ouline the position of the fixed
supports so they can be glued in place
afterwards.
