AH-1G Cobra by Gus Gonzalez

At the last club meeting | took a 1/48 scale Fujimi AH-1G Cobra
for display. | built it for Jim Hardin, one of our flight instructors
that retired a CW 5 from the US Army. He flew cobrasin Vietnam
in the late 60's and also flew in the first Desert Storm war. The
model | built was painted as he flew it in south east Asia down to
the serial number. | used photographs provided by Jim and matched
the armament to match his descriptions of it. | used a /72 mini gun
and brass tubing for the grenade launcher or cannon on the nose
turret after drilling it out to accommodate both. The VHF antenna
on the rear belly was made from sheet plastic and added after the
photo was taken, therefore not visible in the photo.

To theinterior | added putty seat cushions, styrene air conditioning
tubes, tape seat belts slotted through the top portion of the seat as
they arein the aircraft and the sighting mechanism (fashioned from
lead) that goes above the instrument panel between the front and
aft seats. | fashioned the front stubby collective and cyclic from
stretched sprue. | also manufactured a cyclic and collective for the
rear as the one provided in the kit didn't look very good. On the
instrument panels | added very thin brows for esthetic purposes
after | high lighted and treated the dials with future for the glassy
appearance. | spruced up the side instrument panels and simulated
switches with paint for visibility.

On the exterior | added awire tail stinger to better simulate scale.
The kit stinger was very thick. | cut the tail pipe asit wastoo long
and bored out the inside to thin it out for scale purposes also. The
side steps were also made from sheet styrene material as the kit
ones were also too thick. | made the inlet in front of the mast
rectangular asthekit had an eliptical orifice. The anti-collision was
made of tube styrene and stretched clear sprue painted with red
clear. The aft and side nav lights were made with stretched clear
sprue also and painted with blue and red clear paint. Using some
mast photos | modified the rotor system to look alittle closer to the
real thing by adding pitch links and closing in the eyelets. | used
brassfor the control rods for a better scale match. | glued and filled
the armament racks and the edge of the winglets as the kit has dots
inboard which didn't match the photos. The cannons or grenade
launchers inboard were fashioned from 1/24 scale rockets so asto
be able to duplicate the tapered front.

The cross swords and flag were airbrushed after cutting some stencils
free hand. Decals would have been easier but | couldn't find any.
